Anastasia Lampaski Onisiforou studied ceramics in Athens, and later opened her own
ceramics workshop at the village of Athienou in Larnaca. Onisiforou’s work stands out
for her approach to the human figure, as she gives it a three-dimensional form or a wall-
mounted form with embossed features.

During her career, Onisiforou attended several seminars on clay firing techniques such
as raku, naked raku, and high temperature firing with stoneware clay, which she applies
to her work. For colour rendering she sometimes only uses oxides and colored diluted
clay, and other times she uses copper, cobalt and manganese glazes with metallic
highlights from raku firing.

Onisiforou has held two solo exhibitions and has taken part in group exhibitions in
Cyprus, Greece, Malta, Italy, and France.

Andreas Kattos was born in 1958, in the village of Vatyli in the district of Famagusta. He
first learned the art of ceramics as a student at the Technical School of Famagusta, and
was a graduate of the Ceramics School OAED Marousi, Athens. Today he lives,
creates, teaches and exhibits in his workshop located in the old town of Limassol.

Kattos’ art is primarily anthropocentric. Figures, forms, utensils, with a decorative or
symbolic character, constitute, among others, his subject matter. His work mainly
deals with everyday life as defined by the individual, his needs and behaviours.

Kattos has held seven solo exhibitions at Morfi Gallery and Peter’s Gallery in Limassol,
Skali Aglantzias, the Sea Museum in Ayia Napa and the cultural foundation of the Bank
of Cyprus in Nicosia. He has participated in many group exhibitions both in Cyprus and
abroad such as in South Africa, Greece, and Malta.

Andreas Fasoulides was born in 1962 in Famagusta, Cyprus. His first professional step
in the sector of ceramics and pottery was his attendance at the ceramic workshop
“MEONHS” of Costas Michailidis, and his participation in ceramic courses under the
established Cypriot artist Valentinos Charalambous.

In 2011, Andreas collaborated with the archaeologist Dr. Maria Rosaria Belgiorno, in
order to reconstruct Bronze Age vessels from Pyrgos. Since then, he became a
professional in the revival of ancient ceramics using natural materials from the location
ofthe original antiquities.

With a long career in public and private initiatives, Andreas has worked as a pottery and
woodcarving instructor in Educational Centers in Limassol, he organized the
experimental workshop "Clay Roads" in Geroskipou, Pafos, and he organizes
experimental archaeological workshops of ancient ceramics, among many others. He
has participated in exhibitions such as "Perfume of Light' by the Municipality of
Germasogeia, Limassol, 2012, and the exhibition"Silent Touch of Art" in 2013.
